As most EU countries have imposed flight bans or other restrictions, over 99% of
Ryanair’s aircraft are grounded for the coming weeks. We will comply with these
restrictions at all times.

We are working with EU Governments to try to keep some minimum flight links open for
emergency reasons, even though the passenger loads on these flights is very low. We
are extending this limited schedule to Thurs 28 May. Ryanair is operating these flights
daily or weekly. Please see routes below.
